OUTLINING THE IMPORTANCE OF HERMAN DOOYEWEERD IN LAW AND ORDER
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Referred to in 1 Cor. 1:20 thru 25    “Where is the philosopher of this age? Has God made foolish the wisdom of the world?, and
 “The foolishness of God is wiser that human wisdom, & the wisdom of God is stronger than human strength”

Herman Dooyeweerd [HD – [heyman-do your work] was recognised as the greatest philosopher of the 20th century and his expertise was that of legal scholar that’s because it’s really recognised that the easy to understand parts of what is greater than a philosophy that’s called a ‘notion’ were recognized as the fulfillment of this prophecy. 

And
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- It was recognized by all kinds of disciplines that His notion of the Creation Fall Redemption was the revealing of the mindset of those who are called “the ancients” and they truly believe him, most people recognize him to be this prophet of this Corinthians reference.

a. To clarify the difference: Notions are things like monotheism, paganism, manifest destiny etc.. 
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This phrase is far more encompassing than a philosophy, and 
he awed people with his knowledge.


c.  Lots of great philosophers recognized that he was edifying their well founded philosophy of ‘the duality’ which was introduced in the 17th century by Descartes, and his notion really could revolutionize the world’s way of thinking, 

& the French and American Revolution for that matter.
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d.   Because his broad academic credentials, he could discuss it in philosophical perspective, theoretical, legal, religious, secular, medical, scientific & layman’s terms as well, and his philosophy would affect the world far greater than Descartes’ it was the key to Paradise on earth, as it would change everything [metonoia], signalling the return of the Messiah himself
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e.   All of these disciples use different nomenclature for the same thing and it was this foundation that he could address, and he could be understood by all, and knit-pick them apart and show that they were correct in their assumption but by getting it in his mindset their beliefs were edified [strengthened and enhanced] by his notion, which also a major sign that he was the real thing

- All of the experts from all kinds of fields accepted the basics of his notions as undeniable.
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f.   But as soon as he went into deep deduction and reduction of this notion most, if not all, of his really heady stuff simply was not understood but since no one could challenge it they all just simply accepted it, and or ridiculed him for being too altruistic 
[a.k.a. – too good to be true]
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g.   Philosophers of ‘the duality’ notion of Descartes agreed that their all 12 different ways of looking at the same thing and people of each mindset do agree that all of these paths lead to meaninglessness, 
[the meaninglessness of life comes form this] and 
h. Everyone of these experts of their mindset differences would have to agree that under his ‘trilogy’ notion that each one of these mindset lead to a ‘life with meaning’, and as far as Ecclesiastes is concerned 
 “A life with meaning is the best of all possibilities that anyone could expect”, and they understood this notion for their own discipline
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i.  Scientific agreed that this notion would totally redefine and throw on it’s head everything in science and frankly most really new heady quantum physics experts are making huge discoveries in their fields by getting it 
[but then very few people get quantum mechanics]
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The reason nobody knows about him is that he died in 1977 and it’s not an evil plot to hide his work that resulted in him drifting into obscurity; it’s that nobody could teach it, 
But all if not most of his work can be found on the net and all his archives can be found at Edinborough University in Scotland.
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I found him, after searching on the net as to why nobody was getting what I was talking about because to me it’s so obvious as to be self-evident as Truth. I read his work and frankly I can’t see what is such a mystery, even hid deep heady stuff is obvious, and he really does do a great job of explaining it, although he looses you in the deep stuff, by going too deep, he’s confusing to get it

God willing I succeed because I really am here to deliver the promise of Abraham’s seed, which is basically Dooyeweerd’s notion
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As I see it, Herman Dooyeweerd fulfilled all 1 Tim 3’s prophecy 
except the ascension to heaven 
1 Tim 3: 16 Beyond all question, the mystery of godliness is great:    He appeared in a body, was vindicated by the Spirit, 
   was seen by angels, was preached among the nations, 
   was believed on in the world, was taken up in glory.
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He is proof that authority may no longer is driven to kill all their prophets  
As I see it: He was very influencial in steering history’s  present course
Without him, Archibald Cox may never have been inspired to take the perversion of the law all the way.  It’s undeniable that our present place in history was concocted in his epic “Direct Action and Civil Disobedience” 

Archibald Cox’s stands as proof that “there really might be Love written between the lines of illusion never speaking truth” – The inherent problem with the Students of the Promise is they have to know that “it’s time to realize that it’s all within themselves to make it real”

The Hope behind the illusion always was to know when to pull the plug on yourself
