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MR. BICK:  All right.  Calling Mr. Boyer then, please. 

MS. TURKO:  Your Honour, for the record, I'm Donna  Turko, and I saw Mr. Boyer on the weekend.  Mr. Boyer advises me he wishes to represent himself and so he'll address the court with his matters.

THE ACCUSED:  Yes, I will. 

MR. BICK:  Yes, Your Honour, Mr. Boyer was arrested for an allegation of possession for the purpose of trafficking.  The substance involved is marihuana.

THE COURT:  Are you seeking his detention?

MR. BICK:  And we are seeking detention on secondary grounds.  It's the Crown's submission that Mr. Boyer will likely re-offend and continue to traffic in marihuana.

THE COURT:  So you are Marc Pierre?

THE ACCUSED:  I am Marc Boyer.

THE COURT:  Boyer.

THE ACCUSED:  I'm a free man on the land.  I filed on Friday under 337 of the Criminal Code against Judge Kitchen for this entire building to be operating under a criminal society.  Okay?  You are ignoring the fact of the law.  There is a s. 39 in the law that says that I have a peaceful right to trespass on the Crown's domain.  Under s. 8 Territories Act, a political party has a territory that is not in the jurisdiction of this court unless I am violating s. 39 and I was not in violation of s. 39, Your Honour.  

THE COURT:  Mr. Boyer, the Crown is going to be asking me to make an order detaining you in custody.

THE ACCUSED:  That's what they're asking.

THE COURT:  It seems -- 

THE ACCUSED:  That's just a request.

THE COURT:  It seems -- 

THE ACCUSED:  The Crown cannot order anything from a judge.

THE COURT:  Well, I appreciate that.

THE ACCUSED:  Correct?  Now, a judge is supposed to follow the law, all laws, not just the ones that are called the Narcotics Control Act.  All laws.  The law is -- s. 8 is the most powerful law there.  It's the Territories Act.  I stand under s. 8.  Section 8 is a very powerful -- without it no one has freedom.  And you're right, Your Honour, no 


one has freedom in this court.  No one has freedom because s. 8 is totally ignored.  Section 39, which is one of my inalienable rights as a free man on the land, to seek protection under s. 8.  Section 8 is where free men on the land seek protection to protect their rights.  Okay?  That's why I do it.  I do not break the law.  I trespass peacefully on the Crown's domain, and there is a big difference.  And the difference is living in a criminal society or living in a just, a free and democratic society.  I follow democratic processes, and they call me a criminal for that.  That makes you the -- that makes that Crown counsellor the criminal.  End of story.

THE COURT:  I take it Mr. Boyer has not been seen by a doctor?

MR. BICK:  Not that I know of, Your Honour.

THE COURT:  All right.  

THE ACCUSED:  I'm a registered party.  I'm an officer of the Quadra EDA.

THE COURT:  Mr. Boyer, I'm going to bring you back tomorrow, have you return to this court tomorrow.

THE ACCUSED:  In custody?

THE COURT:  In custody I'm afraid.

THE ACCUSED:  For what reason are you setting this till tomorrow?

THE COURT:  Well, I'd like a doctor to have a word with you.

THE ACCUSED:  Oh, another psychiatric evaluation.

THE COURT:  So come back tomorrow morning.

THE ACCUSED:  Sure.

THE COURT:  Okay?  All right, sir, thank you.
